* I have a copy of my child’s IMMUNIZATION RECORD with the following vaccinations: 

 * 5 Dtap                

 * 3 Polio 

 * 2 MMR               

 * 3 Hepatitis B 

* I have PROOF OF RESIDENCY, such as a power bill.  

* I have contacted my child’s school and they have provided me with the paperwork needed to set an ap-

pointment for kindergarten registration. (This paperwork must be filled out and returned in order to set an 

appointment for kindergarten registration.  Appointments will not be set until all paperwork has been turned 

in.)
