The following positions are expected to be at each monthly PTA meeting: 

 

♦ President:  Preside at all meetings/events of the PTA, serve as ex-officio members of all committees except the nominating 

committee, coordinate the work of the officers and committees, be official representation of local unit at Regional PTA 

meetings, oversees expenditures.  Is the liaison between the PTA and the school for all communication.  Ideally the Presi-

dent should oversee various committees, unfortunately, when committees are not formed and volunteers do not  offer 

to take on a chairperson role, the PTA President must be willing to fulfill the need. 

♦ President-Elect:  Serve under the President for the term of that President and then will assume the role of President for a 

new term.  Aide to the President, performs the duties of the President in his/her absence, perform all other duties as assigned 

by the President. 

♦ Vice President of Membership:  Oversees programs of:  Membership, Community Outreach, maintain membership re-

cords. 

♦ Vice President of Programs:  Oversees programs of:  Parent Involvement, Cultural Arts, Health and Safety. 

♦ Secretary:  Keeps accurate account of all meetings/events, prepares minutes, files state records, send out notices to mem-

bers, perform all other duties as assigned by the President. 

♦ Treasurer:  Receives and collects all funds raised via sales, fundraising or other efforts.  Custodian of all funds, secure 2 

authorized signatures on checks, deposit funds in bank, present statement of accounts when requested, prepare financial 

documents (budgets, etc.), pay taxes, remit dues to National and Local PTA, annually perform audit of accounts, perform 

other duties as assigned by the President.

6 I have obtained an ORIGINAL/OFFICIAL BIRTH CERTIFICATE (not a hospital record of 

birth). 

6 I have a copy of my child’s IMMUNIZATION RECORD with the following vaccinations: 

 6 5 Dtap         6 3 Polio  6 2 MMR         6 3 Hepatitis B 

6 I have PROOF OF RESIDENCY, such as a power bill.  

6 I have contacted my child’s school and they have provided me with the paperwork needed to 

set an appointment for kindergarten registration. (This paperwork must be filled out and re-

turned in order to set an appointment for kindergarten registration.  Appointments will not be 

set until all paperwork has been turned in.) 

Kindergarten Registration 2009 - Important Dates 
Registration packets are now available!  Contact the office to receive a registration packet and set 

an appointment.   

 

March 3rd - 9:30 am - Tuition Kindergarten Registration begins.  You must come to the office 

to sign a contract and pay a refundable $100 deposit.  Placement in the Tuition Kindergarten 

class is not guaranteed. 

 

March 19th - 10:00 am - 11:00 am - Kindergarten Round-Up!  No appointment necessary! 

 

April 10th from 8:00am to 3:00 pm - Kindergarten Registration.  An appointment is required.  Please bring your 

child with you to the appointment.  Please do not bring younger siblings to registration.  This is an important 

time for your child to be one-on-one with you!
