FIFTH DISEASE

We have had several reported cases
for FIFTH DISEASELt Discovery
Elementary. Fifth Disease is a type
of viral illness caused by the Human
Parvovirus B19. Itis most common
in children. This condition is not
caused by the same parvovirus that
can affect dogs or cats. Symptoms

can include: Mild fever, sore throat,
coughing and sneezing, upset
stomach, headache and a
characteristic rash. The rash first
appears on the face as slapped
cheek appearance. Then a lacy-like
itchy rash spreads down the arms,
legs and chest. The rash gradually
fades over a period of 3-6 weeks,
but will appear more obvious if the
person becomes hot or the skin is
warmed. When the rash disappears,
the person is no longer contagious.
Adults with Fifth Disease may also
complain of joint stiffness. In order
to prevent the spread of Fifth
Disease, you should cover your nose
and mouth when coughing, wash
hands frequently, and avoid sharing
eating or drinking utensils.

Pregnant women exposed to Fifth
Disease are at greater risk.  Call
your health care provider if you

are pregnant woman who has been
exposed to Fifth Disease.

FACTS ABOUT THE FLU

You have received information on
seasonal flu and how to better
handle it at home. Every year
seasonal flu affects students and
staff in schools, but you may have
also heard the term “Pandemic
Flu”.

Pandemic Flu occurs when a new
influenza virus spreads quickly from
human-to-human causing severe
illness and death worldwide. So,
what is the difference between
Season flu and Pandemic flu?

Seasonal Flu
Predictable, occurs every year in fall
and winter. Some immunity exists.
Affects about 10% of population
36,00 deaths annually. Healthy
people normally not at risk for life
treating illness. Health system can
accommodate number of ill patients.
Annual vaccine available. Economic
impact manageable.

Pandemic Flu
Unpredictable, occurs rarely (3 times
in 20th century). Little or no
immunity exists. May affect as much
as 35% of population; 89,00-207,000
deaths over 18-24 months. Everyone
is at risk for serious illness and death
Health system may be overwhelmed
with ill patients. Vaccine will not be
available in early stages. May cause
major economic impact.

Nurture The Three Elements of Self-Esteem In Your Child

High self-esteem helps children cope with challenges in school and beyond. You can't bestow self-esteem on your
child, but you can nurture its three key elements:

1. Acceptance: Tell your child you love her all the time-not just when she’s good or successful. Compliment her
more; criticize her less. Help her develop friendships and social skills.

2. Confidence: Emphasize your child’s strengthens. Accept, don’t dwell on weaknesses. Point out progress.
Help her see that her actions do make a difference.

3. A sense of purpose:Help your child set attainable goals. Be positive about her abilities to succeed. Help her
see that she can overcome difficulties. Provide incentives and rewards.
